Howdy from the MJ Ranch!


             September 1, 2010
Got 3 inches of rain last night and boy did we need it.  All of God’s creation is washed clean this morning and smells so good.  Our pastures were getting dry and thought the tomatoes were about gone….just can’t lose those yet!  This should give everything a boost.  We drained an old pond last fall and the dozers have been working on rebuilding that one for the last 2 weeks.  Got the pond done late last night and then the rain came…another “thank you God”!   Still need to get our cattle watering tank set below the dam, but that can wait a little while.  Our goal is to soon have all of our ponds fenced so cattle will be watered out of tanks…utilizing the ponds or Spring.  
WHAT’S UP WITH THE BEEF:
The cattle have been hotter than usual during August….but what would we expect…it’s August!  They have plenty of shade to “laze” under during the hottest part of the day, but are out chomping the grass during the evenings and early mornings.   AND we have 7 new baby calves, as of today.  We do have most of our calves in the Fall….which is different than most farms, but it has worked for us.  We never fail to marvel at all newborns and how they are born knowing just where to find momma’s milk!   Sept. & Oct. would be a great time to take a ride out our way, enjoy a walk, and watch our “babies” romping in the open fields.  Make sure our freezers are stocked with the cuts you like, so you can take some great beef  home with you!
Our “bulk” beef, meaning ¼’s, ½’s or a  whole is sold out for this Fall.  We may be able to work in a few ¼’s…IF there are some  ¼’s & ½’s that  don’t match up to a whole.  So, it wouldn’t hurt to go ahead and contact us and you may get lucky!  If you want on the list for Spring “bulk” beef you can let us know that, too.  It will help us to plan.  We do not have as many to sell in the Spring.  
We will continue to have individual cuts here at the Ranch through the Winter & our beef is also sold at 5 different places in Lawrence.  The MERC, in Lawrence,  will again be having  MJ Ranch fresh cuts available beginning the end of August and throughout  the winter months.…ask for it!   Right now, here at the Ranch,  we are sold out of our Gourmet Ground Beef…..again!   It is soooo good, but we do hate it when we run out.  Should be getting more in this next week.
