Happy New Year!  It has felt like Spring around here…up to 60 degrees yesterday!   But….bet that cold weather is right around the corner.  Did get a little rain the middle of the month and our well is now full, but the ponds continue to need a better fill-up!  We are now rolling our big bales of hay on the pastures for the cattle…letting them spread that “fertilizer” around to encourage some good grass growth in the Spring!  We also supplement with small bales of alfalfa occasionally.

WHAT’S UP WITH THE BEEF:
We continue to have plenty of fresh-frozen cuts in our freezer for the winter.  Go to our website:  www.MandJRanch.com   then to “contact info.” and click on “price list” to see the individual cuts we have available here at the Ranch.  It really is a nice drive out to the Ranch…about 12 miles from Lawrence & 6 miles from Tonganoxie.  Feel free to contact us to make sure we have the cuts you want, then come on out and enjoy some country air…or we could arrange to meet you somewhere!  We will not have any more bulk beef for sale, meaning ¼’s, ½’s, or a whole, until Spring, 2012, and then we will not have a lot.  If you want on the “list” for Spring beef (Spring meaning probably the first week in June), do let us know asap.   We always have more beef to sell in the Fall than the Spring, so the Spring “list” may be filling up fast.      
Some have asked about us making deliveries down to Oak Park again this winter.  As it stands right now, I don’t think we will be doing that.  Our beef sells really fast and customers don’t seem to mind driving out to get it.   In a way that is kind of nice…they get to look around, see where we live, that we are small, and that we do what we say that we do!   Taking a walk out here is a real stress-reliever…so, if you have any stress in your life, these hills are waiting for you! 
Right now we think our prices will stay the same for next year.   Whatever is listed on our price list & “for sale” info., when you contact us, is what you get the beef for.  

Hope this year is a good one for you….should be an interesting one, but do hope this country gets at least a few things turned around & headed in a different direction!
