Gee, those autumn days are here.   We love it and so do the cattle.   Got some nice rains lately and the cows are still munching wonderful greens!   Have 42 new babies at this time and expect 15 more.   They were coming so fast for a while but haven’t had any now for three days.  Those bulls must have taken a rest (  They are all healthy little calves and love to play together.   We intend to have smaller calves so they can be born right out in the pasture with no birthing problems.   Some producers think it is awesome to have a big calve and that is because they wean them right away.   Not us!   They stay on their mommas for 9-10 months and grow quickly that way.   Many of you might remember we lost a momma, with a calf, last year.  We had to bottle feed that baby with that nasty supplement (although I mixed in some of my kefir).  That little calf just hasn’t grown as well as the others.   Those babies need their mommas’ milk to grow good and healthy.
Do have some tomatoes to share, if you want to come pick a few.  Be sure to call first!  

WHAT’S UP WITH THE BEEF: 
We, as most know, are sold out of bulk beef (meaning a ¼, ½, or a whole) for 2016.  We are telling people that if they want on our list for 2017 bulk beef to go ahead and let us know.  There is no commitment at this time.   It simply means that we will then be contacting you in Feb. 2017, to see if you are still “on go” for beef in Oct. of 2017.   If you say yes, that is when we ask for a small deposit and that pretty much “nails it down”.  You are then assured of getting beef in the Fall of 2017.   If you say you have found what you want elsewhere, no problem.   We would then just take you off the list for 2017.   Be sure to check the info on our website for cost estimates and info on how we do everything OR contact us and we’ll send you the info.  It is really quite simple but always feel free to contact us with any questions whatsoever.   Remember:  this is 100% grass-fed Angus beef that has never been fed grain, always been kept on pasture, never in a feedlot and always been given humane care….as certified by Animal Welfare Approved.   
FRESH-FROZEN CUTS AT THE RANCH:   We are very low on our cuts here at the Ranch.  Do have a little Gourmet Ground Beef and some Ribeye steaks; also some soup bones and organ meat.   We will start hauling our bulk beef for customers on Monday, Oct. 3rd, so should be starting to fill up our freezers with different cuts soon.  Check out our “Price List” on the website and that will tell you what we will have available about the middle of Oct.     
EGGS:  We usually have eggs available now, if you don’t want a huge amount.  Our chickens are always outside and fed non-GMO feed…$3.50/doz. 
 Also have kefir grains to share with anyone.
